AFN HD SPORTS is now available in the Villaggio Housing area!  
Q:  How can I receive the HD Sports Channel in Villagio?
A: If you have a HD TV with a built in digital tuner, you need only to re-program your TV so that it will find the new digital channel.  Your TV cable must be of good quality and not have loose connectors on each end.
Q:  Can I see the HD SPORTS channel throughout my house?
A: Yes.  As long as each TV monitor is HD ready WITH a built in digital tuner.
Q:  I have an older model (analog) TV {generally a square 4:3 screen}.  Will I be able view the HD Sports Channel?
A: No.  You must upgrade to a flat panel HD ready TV with a built in digital tuner.
Q:  I purchased a flat screen TV from the PX.  Why can’t I see the HD Sports channel after re-programming my television?
A:  Not all Italian/foreign TV’s are built with the same specifications required by U.S. standards.  Not all of the TV’s sold in the PX on Vicenza or other local PX’s, will have a built in digital tuner.  Check your user manual for model specs.
Q:  I have an older flat screen television, but it doesn’t have a built in tuner.  Is there something out there that can help me receive the HD Sports channel?
A:  Yes.  If you go online and purchase a Digital Tuner Box (Google can get you started or companies such as Tiger Direct), you can connect this hardware up to your TV and receive AFN HD Sports.  Costs will vary from $70-$150.00 on average.
Q:  Are there any other AFN channels that are being broadcasted in HD?
A: Currently, No.
Q:  When will AFN be broadcasting channels other than HD Sports?
A:  There is no current timetable for when AFN will broadcast all channels in HD.
Comments:   IT IS VERY IMPORTANT that you have a QUALITY coax cable connection from your wall unit, into your TV.  An old cable or loose connectors will easily prevent you from receiving HD programming.
 All U.S. specs HD ready, flat panel TV’s made after 2007-2008 should have a built-in digital tuner.  Depending on the brand of television you own, the specifications could have the following abbreviations in your user manual: ATSC or QAM or NTSC tuner.  If you see this abbreviation in your TV manual, it means your TV has a built in digital tuner!
